"Hope is in Our Midst" 

What: The Presbyterian Youth Triennium (PYT) is a gathering of 6,000 Presbyterian youth and adults
from the Cumberland Presbyterian Churches and the Presbyterian Church (U.S.A.). Participants must
be at least 15 years old and no older than 19 years old on July 17, 2007. Presbyteries in the
Presbyterian Church (U.S.A.) are assigned a limited number of spaces. Delegations must include one
adult for every nine young people. At this point, the Presbytery of Kiskiminetas delegation stands at
30 spaces, including adult advisors. Adult advisors must be at least 22 years old on July 17, 2007.

Registration: Presbytery Triennium registration opens on January 5, 2007. We regret that online
registration is not possible, due to the required signatures. A deposit of $50 per person must be
received with the form to hold the registration, and registration is not complete until the deposit is
received in the Presbytery Office. Checks should be made payable to the Presbytery of
Kiskiminetas. The Kiski registration deadline is February 15. The balance for all registrations is due
on April 2, 2007. When registration officially opens, registrations will be received by mail or fax.
Registrations with deposits will be confirmed in the order received. Additional names beyond the 5 per
church may be placed on a waiting list. At the end of the registration period, any vacant slots will go to
those on the waiting list, again in the order received. 

Contact the Presbytery Office to obtain copies of the registration booklet. It includes the
registration form with the covenant agreement and media and medical release form on the reverse
side, as well as helps for registrants and a copy of Guidelines for Community Life. Please read all
materials carefully, complete the registration completely, and obtain all necessary signatures before
submitting the registration. Remember, registration opens on January 5, and your registration
paperwork must be accompanied by a deposit of $50, payable to Presbytery of Kiskiminetas, to be
complete.

Cost: The Triennium cost per person is $399.00. The registration fee pays for five nights of housing
(no linens provided), meals, registration materials (program book, supplies, etc.), limited insurance
coverage, and a t-shirt memento. The Presbytery of Kiskiminetas subsidizes the cost of the bus, and
presbytery trading items for participants. The churches of adult advisors are asked to contribute
$100.00 toward their fees, if possible.

Scholarships: Since the Presbytery covers the cost of the bus, the bulk of the adult advisor fees
and other items, we regret that we cannot provide additional scholarship help. Churches are
encouraged to contribute substantially or to completely cover the cost of their youth delegates.

What Happens at the Triennium?
A life-changing experience for the Youth who attend! The theme “Hope is in Our Midst” will be
developed throughout the week through daily presentations, worship, workshops, recreation, and
small groups.

THE ACTS 16:5 INITIATIVE NEWS
"The churches were strengthened in the faith and grew daily in numbers."

There's good news for congregations still discerning whether to join the Acts 16:5 Initiative. The
original deadline of December 1 has been extended to January 4. The extra time will allow
Sessions the opportunity to view the Acts 16:5 DVD. The initial DVDs were flawed, and the
presbytery now has new copies for any congregation which would like one. 

There's also great news for congregations that would like to join this exciting journey of transformation, but
were unable to attend the start-up event.  The Vital Church Institute, led by Dr. Stan Ott, is finishing up
DVDs featuring most of the content of the Start-Up seminar. This will enable Acts 16:5 teams to get up to
speed.

Through the Acts 16:5 Initiative, congregations are invited to engage in a deliberate process of
congregational transformation. This process permits a congregation to develop an understanding of the
transformational congregation that is simultaneously communal (serving the congregation itself) and
missional (reaching the surrounding community).

The Acts 16:5 process engages pastors and congregational leaders with the theology of transformational
ministry and addresses the practical matters of implementation. Under the umbrella of the work of the Holy
Spirit, there are a great many factors that influence the transformation and development of any given
congregation. Such factors include: 1). a biblically-based Defining Vision, 2). a ministry design process, 3).
relationships and accountability, 4). leadership, and 5). time. The Acts 16:5 process is designed to bring
these factors together.

A full overview of the two-year process can be viewed on the presbytery website. It is easily located on the
mainpage in the Acts 16:5 section, or can be accessed here:

Somewhere out there…under African skies, there is a small, gentle 
man named Leonard Byenda.  He is the lay leader (evangelist) of a 
tiny, country church named Mpushi on a mountaintop in Rwanda.  He 
and his congregation are praying for the churches of Marienville and 
Mt. Tabor who are the partner churches of Mpushi through our 
Partnership in Rwanda.   
 
When Pastor Boyd Edmondson asked him to share about his calling to 
ministry, he told the following story:  
 
     “I was born in poor family in the village, our house was near the 

church about a 30 minute walk.  I am the last born among 9 children 
that is why I am called Byenda (it means the ninth person). My parents 
died when I was young.  Also I was really discouraged but God 
protected me and called me to serve Him. Because God has been so 

gracious to me even my children are named to related that God's grace. The first born is: 
Gelshom Niyirora (God sees), the second is: Pulscur Nizayo (all belong to God), the third is: 
Mary Niyomugisha (God is blessing), the fourth is: Peninal Benuwiteka (Lord's Son) the fifth is: 
Hosiane Ihimbazwe (glory to God), all those names of children reflect what God did to me who I 
cannot tell Him all. In most He did very recently is give me a friend indeed from USA that is 
Rev Boyd Edmondson.”    
 
The church is part of the Mpushi Evangelization Zone, and is comprised of 3 churches with a 
total membership of about 300.  Most of the pastoral care in this area comes from the 
evangelists.  Mpushi is situated in a very poor area and most of the people are small scale 
farmers who basically depend on the little they get from their meager gardens.  They make their 
living in agricultural pursuits, animal husbandry and honey production.  Schools are few and 
congested, and support for school buildings and supplies is critical.  Needs of the congregation 
include money to pay tuition for nursing school and uniforms and church construction. This 
community is very impoverished, but these people are a good example that possessions do not 
bring happiness. Their joy with their life, their simple church building and family, and their God 
is something money cannot buy.   
 
In his response to Pastor Boyd, Evangelist Leonard also reminds us of Colossians 3:2  Be 
persistent in prayer, and keep alert as you pray, giving thanks to God.  Let us remember Leonard 
and the congregation of Mpushi who faithfully pray for us and for their own future. 
 
 
Christmas in Rwanda – from Jean Claude Baptiste of Rwanda  
“Now it is a Christmas. In our country Christmas is a big day where 
every family try to find the delicious food.  They cook meats and 
cassava even if you are poor you have to find even one kilogram of 
meat. Christian family there go to pray before noon where the choirs 
are well dressed and they try to play the theatre showing the 
situation was during Jesus birth.  Oooh…it is so wonderful day I 
wish you to come and see the day and eat meat together.  
 
Some families who live in city they go to visit their parents in village.  It 
is so better day. Many people buy new things on the day.  I wish to be 
with you on the day…Missing you and love you…God bless you….”

Good Resources for 2007
Wishing You a Year of Good Reading & Viewing from Your Resource Center

The Kiski Resource Center is fortunate to be able to purchase topnotch resources to loan, free of charge,
to all members of the presbytery. Over 4,000 items - including books, videos, kits, banners, and equipment
- are available to any member of our 89 churches. Your mission dollars make this possible. In 2006,
over 200 new resources were purchased. Here are just a few of those resources you might choose to
supplement your congregation’s programs, ministry, and mission.

Kerygma - God With Us (BK 8AA 233)
Matthew's Gospel explores all that we have to unite us rather
than divide us. This 14-part study takes us to the heart of the
controversy in the church of the first century, with alarming
reminders of a key question for the church today: do we
focus on what sets us apart or what holds us together? This
Bible study completes Kerygma’s 4-Gospel series. A leader’s
guide is available in print or on CD.

Who is Our Church? (BK 1BD 049)
After congregations have considered their
history, added up all the statistics, and tried to
be honest about their core value, the question
still remains: “Who are we, really?” Author Janet
Cawley offers a creative, engaging, and faithful
way to answer just that question. With numerous composite
stories about congregations that have worked with this
accessible technique, Cawley demonstrates how to use a
congregation’s knowledge of itself to construct a metaphor of
the congregation as a person and then draw on that
metaphor to generate options for future mission.

NOOMA (DVD 8AX 001)
NOOMA presents the Gospel message in a unique way,
using a series of short films featuring Pastor Rob Bell. Each
10-14 minute video uses common daily experiences to delve
into tough questions about faith, authenticity, and living as a
follower of Christ. The leader’s guide can be used to facilitate
discussion in a small group setting. The ten DVDs - with
provocative titles such as Rain, Kickball, Luggage, and Dust
- tantalize the viewers with images and stories to inspire
conversations about God, faith, and life.

Faithful and Wise (VT 7DX 006)
Serving God with all the gifts we have
been given is the theme of this 45-minute 
video, which comes with a study guide. 
Six sessions are included, describing our
stewardship of possessions, time, talents
and skills, physical environment, spiritual
environment, and money.

Celebrating Our Call (BK 9DX 006)
Throughout 2005–2006 various events
were held to celebrate the fiftieth
anniversary of the ordination of women in
the Presbyterian Church as ministers of
the Word and Sacrament, as well as
seventy-five years of their ordination as
elders and one hundred years as
deacons. In this collection of insightful
essays, well-known women from across
the Presbyterian Church (U.S.A.) reflect
on their personal journeys of ordination
as church leaders.

Faith Alive! (BK 8EC 063)
 Houston Hodges provides an
account of the beginnings of
an interactive worship service
in his church in Huntsville,
Alabama. He includes
practical and useful tips on
incorporating interactive
elements into a worship service.



If you work with young people...

For Your Children (BK 2EB 026)
Family relationships are places where God's love can be reflected and faith can be shared. Drawing
from the concept that families serve as a small group ministry for the children present, this resource
offers tools for pastors and educators as they serve in ministry with these small groups.

Christian Educator’s Book of Lists (BK 2GX 072)
Israel Galindo’s manual of essential information for Christian educators and teachers provides basic,
practical information for effective Christian education. It is part basic encyclopedia, part trivia
resource, part general knowledge index, and generally a handy reference manual for educators.

Make a Joyful Noisemaker (BK 2MB 025)
Learn how to help your 5 to 12 year olds make creative rhythm instruments for the
classroom, children's choirs, and worship. These noisemakers are refreshingly unique
and fun to create, requiring little prep time and using easy-to-find materials.

Two New Bibles Designed for Young People
The NRSV Children’s Bible (BK 2MB 109)

Simple water
colors and concise text make this a beautiful way to share the message of HPI with kids or adults.
