Calvary Church is taking on a Prayer Quilt Ministry. Could your church?

The idea is simply but very powerful! First chose a person in need or an organization that could use
quilt(s). This type of quilt is a "lap” quilt, laced with heavy thread. These laces, or threads, are tied with a
square knot by members of the congregation. As each knot is tied, a silent prayer is offered for someone in
special need. The quilts are a gift of love and prayer. They are a statement of our belief in prayer and our faith
in God and in His power to comfort, strengthen, and heal. It is not the quilt pattern or color that makes the
quilt special, but the prayers that is tied into each thread.

Through Prayer and quilt squares, thousands of quilts have been distributed,
each made with love, to sick babies, cancer patients, AIDS patients, nursing homes,
individuals in difficult situations, etc..

This ministry began in 1992 at Hope United Methodist Church in San Diego,
CA. It’s ministry now has many chapters in different denominations across the world.

NWMC's focus is on youth 12-24 but 1,000 people of all ages, from
all over the country, attend the week-long conference held on the Westminster College campus 60 miles
north of Pittsburgh, PA

Mission interpretation meets the duty and ideal of carrying the gospel to ALL the world. NWMC uses its
Presbyterian mission heritage to encourage a deep spiritual life of fellowship with God by promoting service
and witness for Jesus Christ

We do this by inviting inspiring speakers and mission workers from all over the world to interact with the
conference participants. We attempt to challenge participants with what God is doing in the world today. Our
hope is that many will come away from the week with a fresh desire to serve God in their churches, their
communities and in the world.

The fact that over the past 101 years NWMC has become a place to form lasting friendships and find
networking opportunities is an added plus. Daily programs include age-specific Bible and mission study, free
time for sports, music, etc., and Morning and Evening Meeting when everyone is together in the
amphitheatre by the lake for worship and special speakers. Attendees of all ages stay in the Westminster
College dorms and eat in the college dining halls.

Outreach Ideas for Kids - Could this be your church?
At a recent outreach retreat, one of our visiting children decided
.Y to follow Christ. His parents came to church the next Sunday. They
3¥5 said, "*Our son came home so changed that we wanted to find out why."
. That's what outreach is all about reaching out to people who'd
{ normally not come to your church. Listed below are ideas to help your
L, churched kids reach out to their unchurched friends and families.
Take the time and effort to plan and organize well. And then go
all out with publicity. Remember to collect visitors' names and
Tfme to Reach Oyt 2ddresses at each event and follow up immediately with a personal
visit.
Make sure kids understand that you want them to invite their unchurched friends. It won't be
hard to convince them. When you provide fun events, kids will eagerly let their friends know.

SPECIAL DAYS - Kids of all ages will enjoy these days.

» Art Day - Invite a local artist to teach cartooning, color and line, and perspective. Have kids make
masks or learn how to mix colors.
* Gym Day - Rent or borrow a gym. Invite a local sports figure to offer a clinic for your kids. Ask a
local grocery for free drinks and give a sponsor's award in return with your thanks.
» Game Day - Have kids bring their favorite table games. Hold a tournament and give prizes in each age
category. Or make your own games. How about a huge Twister using various colored paper plates
taped to the floor?
» Music Day - Have kids bring their own instruments for a band. Or have a kazoo marching band.
* Ecology Day - Teach about reuse, reduce, and recycle. Have kids plant trees in your community or
coordinate a paper drive. Communicate the ecology message from the standpoint that God created the
world and gave us authority over it.
* Kite Day - Fly high in the spring. After morning worship, supply kite-making materials. Serve the
families pizza or hot dogs for lunch. After everyone has eaten and made a Kite, enjoy flying the Kites.
» Cookie Bake-Off - With plenty of adult supervision, have children bake cookies. Use simple, pictorial
recipes and premeasure all ingredients. After the cookie party, have kids seal the extra cookies in plastic
bags. Take children to give the cookies to a shut-in, nursing home resident, or sick child.
* Children's Day - Use this special day to recognize children. Focus all the music and events around
children. Decorate with helium balloon bouquets. Have children assist adult ushers and lead in prayer.
Invite parents so they can be ministered to as they see how much your church values their children.
* S.0.K. (Summer Outing for Kids) - This is a special day in the summer. Charge a nominal fee for
these days and encourage kids to invite friends. You can do any of the following:

Go to the zoo, a children's museum, or a farm.

Have a cooking day where kids prepare and cook their own lunch.

Hold a day camp with planned activities such as crafts, cooking, games, and stories.

PARTIES - You won't have to coerce Kkids to invite their friends to these fun events.
* Design a T-Shirt Party - Do this activity at the beginning of the summer and have kids design a theme
shirt for the summer. Provide fabric paint and have kids bring T-shirts to decorate. Then set kids free
to create.
* Pizza Party - Set up a topping bar and have kids make their own pizzas on English muffins. Combine
this food-fest with a Frisbee golf tournament on the lawn.
» Game Shows - Run your own game show. It's fun! Game versions of shows such as Double Dare are
available at toy outlets. Or you can make your own Wheel of Fortune game.
» Gong Show - This is an amateur program based on TV's The Gong Show. Kids can show off their
talents and have a great time. Plan silly adult talent acts for gonging. Use a hanging metal trash can lid
for gonging.
