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From the Desk of Rev. Erin Kobs, Organizational Presbyter & Stated Clerk

Friends,

As I am writing this, I'm trying to digest the news coming out of Minneapolis this morning of another
mass shooting at a school. It happened at Annunciation Catholic Church & the shooting occurred
during the opening morning mass of the new school year. At this point, there are two young
children, an 8 & 10 year old, dead, as well as 14 children were injured being treated at local
hospitals. A local priest heard what happened & ran to the unification center to comfort the families.
Children were terrified & in shock, families were heartbroken & scared for their kids, teachers doing
the best they could to offer comfort & support until the students could be reunited with their
families.

My heart is absolutely broken for these children, families, & school community. My prayers are with
them, along with the first responders & health care workers who are caring for the injured. The
mayor of Minneapolis said in his initial remarks, “These kids were literally praying.” They were
praying. Ijust cannot even begin to imagine - it brings me to the floor. The trauma of these kinds of
events is unfathomable. They will be dealing with the trauma & fallout for a very long time.
Senseless acts of violence are simply not what God intends for us as humanity, especially events that
occur within the sacred space of a sanctuary. It can make us afraid.

I want to share this prayer from the ELCA resource, All Creation Sings, that a colleagues shared this
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afternoon. Workshop with Graham
Gracious God, the news of this day has ripped our hearts & torn our souls. Standish flyer
We are walking through the valley of the shadow of death.
In the depths of pain & anger, we gather before you.
0 God, our rock & our refuge. You are our only comfort. You are our only hope.
Merciful God, you know the depth of our suffering.
We have only begun to mourn those we’ve lost. Uphold all those who love them, we pray.
Faithful God, surround us with your everlasting arms.
Hear our cries of despair, heed our calls for justice, & do not let us lose hope. Looking for past issues

Mandated Reporter Trainings

A reminder that the Book of Order does require that
elders, ministers, & volunteers (Sunday school teachers,
VBS workers, anyone who is working directly with
children) every 36 months (G-3.0106). This is a change
from the past, when it was every 5 years, which is still the
requirement for the Commonwealth of Pennsylvania.

Mandated Reporter training takes about an hour & a half.
There is the option to do Zoom for these. The Zoom link
will be emailed to all registered participants on the day
of the training.

children. Certificates are good for 36 months.

* Boundary Training - all ministers & elders. Must be done
every 36 months (according to the Book of Order)

e FBI Fingerprint Clearance - all ministers. Certificates are
good for five years (in accordance with PA state law &
Presbytery policy)

* PA State Police Clearance - all ministers & those who
work directly with children. Clearance is good for five
years (PA state law), but are highly recommended to be
done every 3 years for protection of our churches.

PA Annual Report

Beginning in 2025, churches will need to complete an
Annual Report with the state of Pennsylvania in order to
maintain their non-profit status & tax-exempt status. Filing
after June 30™, there will be a fee. Continued non-
compliance could result in your church falling out of "good
standing" or even administrative dissolution by the state.

e Churches need to update their contact information &
report on who their corporate officers are for their
"Corporation” (i.e. president, secretary & treasurer)

e The corporate officers must be properly elected by the
session (unicameral board) or Trustees (bicameral
board) & documented in your minutes. If your church
has not elected officers recently, you need to begin the
process & duly elect them before filing the Annual
Report.

How do you update your information?
e Log into the website Business Services |_An Official
Pennsylvania Government Website
e Fill out the necessary information. A step by step guide
for filing the report
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Insurance Reimbursement Fund

Does your church have Guide One Insurance?

The Presbytery has a fund to help reimburse your deductible
when you have an insurance claim. This is not just claims
from storm damage. If you have a claim, you can send in
your information regarding your claim for the Presbytery to
review. The reimbursement will be for $500.00.

This is important to do with your older
records. In compliance with the Book of Order (G.3.0107),
official records of active congregations and other records of
permanent value, including registers; minutes of session,
trustees, and other church groups; charters and property
records; publications; and photographs.
